Cleaning

•	 Brush or vacuum loose dirt from the cushions.
•	 Wipe the cushions down using a soft cloth and cool water. For more stubborn stains, clean with mild soap and cool 

water, using a soft-bristle brush.
Furniture
•	 Remove all cushions and tabletop.
•	 Brush, vacuum or use a garden hose to remove loose dirt and debris. If using a hose with a spray nozzle, use gentle or
