9.  Once lined up, you can push the backrest 
into place. When you hear a click on both 
sides, you will know that the backrest is  
secured into place. (Figure B.)
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1.  Under the left arm, inside the zipper pocket, remove the box that  
contains the head pillow.

12.  On the lower right-hand side facing the back of your Zecliner, is the  
connection for the power adapter. Same with the other connections, 
make sure to snap the black plastic flap in-place to secure your  
connection.

10.  Once the backrest is secured, you can start connecting your cords. To connect the 
cords, you will connect them with the same color of plugs.

11.  The black cords are for the wand, yellow is for the power headrest and grey for the power 
lumbar. Make sure to snap the black plastic flap in-place to secure your connection. (Figure C.)

Note: Take care to match the correct colors of connectors. Failing to 
do so can cause damage to the control box.

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Note that if you did not purchase a lift model, skip to step 13: On the base rail of the  
Zecliner, unravel the twist-tie and connect your power adapter to the cord. Same with the 
other connections, make sure to snap the black plastic flap in-place to  
secure your connection.

Attached to the power adapter is the emergency battery pack. Slide the 
emergency battery pack off of the power adapter. (Figure D.)  Slide the top off 
by following the arrow and add four 9V batteries.

17.  Once both wings are attached, Use the wand (down  
arrow) to recline your Zecliner back.

18.  Locate the zippers in the flaps of the back of the seat and the 
bottom of the backrest. Zip the two together and bring your  
Zecliner back to it’s sitting position. (Figure F.)

19.  Unpackage the box with the head pillow. If using a sharp  
object to cut the tape, be sure to cut with  
extreme caution and avoid puncturing the box. 
Once unboxed, fluff the pillow.

20.  Before attaching the head pillow, use the 
hand wand to bring the headrest forward and 
locate the zipper attachment. (Figure G.)

21.  Zip the head pillow into place and flip over the 
backrest. Then, use the hand wand to bring 
the headrest back to it’s original position.

22.  Your Zecliner is now assembled.
