Place Base (B) on the ground with the narrow side 
facing upwards, as shown.

Align the center hole in Fire-Bowl (A) with the bolt 
on Base (C). Secure the bowl and base by hand-
tightening M10x35mm Nut (G).

Hand-tighten three M8x25mm Grub Screws (F) to 
the inside rim of the fire-bowl.

Place Wood Grate (D) into the fire-bowl and place 
Spark Screen (C) onto the fire-bowl.
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SAFE USE: Only use fire pits on a flat, non-combustible surface such as concrete, rock, or stone. Do not use this fire 
pit on a wood deck or any other combustible surfaces like dry grass, leaves, mulch, etc. Never use in an area with an 
overhead structure or near any unprotected combustible constructions like vinyl or wood siding.

Do 
not allow the fire pit to be exposed to water. Store this unit in a dry location to protect it from environmental elements. The 
manufacturer is not liable for damage resulting from general use and/or environmental conditions.
