Before You Begin

Caution: Risk of personal injury. Cabinets are very heavy.
Get assistance for lifting and moving the cabinets

NOTICE: Risk of property or product damage. The location of the cabinet is critical. Make sure that
the door will clear all obstacles (such as a faucet or light fixture). Ensure that any obstacles behind
the finished wall will not be damaged during the cutting and/or drilling process.

IMPORTANT! Reroute any electrical wires or water supply piping from the wall cavity. If you encounter
drain or vent piping or if your wall is load-bearing, consult a professional before proceeding.

NOTE: Recessed-Mount Installation: The wall cavity must be framed. The cabinet must be secured to
the framing studs.

o The appearance of your recessed cabinet may differ from the recessed cabinet illustrated. The
installation steps still apply.

o This installation is easiest when performed by two people.

o When determining the height of the product, verify that the doors will clear all obstacles (such as
a faucet or light fixture). A minimum distance of 3” (76 mm) is required.

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Disassemble the cabinet door(s)

After taking out the cabinet, disassembling the
door(s).

The door(s) can be quickly removed by pushing the
button on hinge.

Unclipping the door from the mounting plate.

IMPORTANT:
When determining the height of product,

verify that the doors will clear all obstacles
(such as a faucet or light fixture). A minimum distance
of 3” (76mm) is required.

Remarks for fixing brackets:
- Drywall: remove the screws from the Drywall wall plugs
(D). Using a Phillips head screwdriver in the end of the

Drywall plug, gently apply pressure and rotate clockwise.

The plug will bore its own hole into the Drywall.
Continue until the end of the plug is close to flush with
the wall. WARNING: DO NOT OVER-TIGHTEN.

- Masonry: Drill holes using a 1/4” masonry drill bit. With a
hammer, gently tap each Green anchor (E) into the holes

until flush with the wall surface.

- Timber: Drill holes using a 1/8” wood drill bit. Anchors are

not necessary.

Installing the mounting brackets and mounting the
Cabinet Body on wall
(Please read the remarks carefully before starting)

Measure and mark the bottom mounting holes on the wall
corresponding to the pre-drilled hole locations in the bottom
mounting bracket (Draw horizontal line connecting the two
bottom marked locations. The line should to be level and
make sure the bracket is located in the middle of the bottom
slot.) Install the screws (C) to fix the bottom bracket

to the remarks.

Put the cabinet body on the bottom bracket and ensure the
bracket has been inserted into the slot.

Insert the top brackets into the top slot and move them to
correct locations (3”-4” from the sides of cabinet body. For
some items with 3 top brackets, locate the last one in the
middle of top slot). Mark the holes on the wall corresponding
the pre-drilled hole locations for top mounting brackets.
Install the screws (C) to fix the top brackets according to the
remarks.

Construct the framing Disassemble the cabinet door(s)
Measuring the cabinet body of exact item. After taking out the cabinet, disassembling the
door(s).

Using a jigsaw or keyhole saw, carefully remove
the finished wall material from the marked cutout. The door(s) can be quickly removed by pushing the
button on hinge.
Frame out the wall cavity. If needed, install a header.
Unclipping the door from the mounting plate.
IMPORTANT:
The dimensions of the cabinet body
may be vary from actual item. Please
measure the exact item before making
cutout.

When determining the height of the product, verify
that the doors will clear all obstacles (such as a
faucet or light fixture). A minimum distance of 3”
(76 mm) is required.
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Install the cabinet body into the framing

Drill through the 4 Half-Drilled holes (With rivet nuts)
for recessed installation by using 1/4" drill bit.

Make sure hinges are on correct side of opening for
left hand or right hand operation.

Place cabinet body into framing.
Insert 4 wood screws (B) into four locations provided

for recessed installation. Be careful not to overtighten.
Make sure cabinet is centered in framing.

Important: Enclosed screws are for

wooden frame only. Appropriate anchors
and screws need to be purchased for

installation into non wooden frames.

Install the glass shelf(shelves)

Determine the shelf(shelves) locations and insert the
slotted pins into the holes in the sides of the cabinet.

Install the shelf(shelves) between the slots of the pins
and then, tighten the plastic screw at bottom of each
clip. Be careful not to overtighten.
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Reassembling the door(s)

After install the glass shelf (shelves) in right position,
reassembling the door(s).

Clamp hinge on the mounting plate as shown
by direction arrow.

Press down the hinge arm to lock the plate as shown.

Important: For products with more than
one door, please make sure you assmble
the doors in correct sides by matching the

same letters sticked on the mounting plate
on cabinet body and hinge arm on door.

Adjusting hinges - To make the door(s) in correct
position

Front to back adjustment - Turn the screw “A” clockwise or
anti-clockwise for moving the door Inward or Outward.

Lateral adjustment - Turn the screw “B” clockwise or
anti-clockwise for moving the door Left or Right.

Vertical adjustment - Turn the screw “A” clockwise or
anti-clockwise for moving the door Up or Down.

Care and Cleaning

The cabinet door and interior are constructed of mirrored glass, steel and stainless steel.
Use only a damp cloth to clean.

Ammonia or vinegar based cleaners can damage mirrors. A solution of 50% of water and
50% of isopropyl alcohol is recommended fop mirror cleaning.

A very mild detergent may be used to clean the surface. When cleaning, spray the cloth,
not the cabinet, mirror, or surround surfaces. Do not use abrasive cleansers on any part
of the cabinet.

PLEASE READ THE WARRANTY TERMS AND CONDITIONS

PURCHASE, INSTALLING, AND OR RESELLING THE GLASS

BOUND BY THE FOLLOWING TERMS AND CONDITIONS.

Glass Warehouse, LLC (“Seller”) provides this Warranty to the
business orindividual (‘Buyer”) who purchases a Glass Warehouse
product (“Product”) directly from Seller or from an authorized
reseller, including without limitation, shower Kits, railing
hardware, medicine cabinets, and mirrors. If Buyer is a licensed
and fully insured professional and Buyer installs the Product in
the residence of one of Buyer’s customers (“Customer”), Buyer
may pass this Warranty through to such Customer. In each case,
this Warranty shall extend only to the original Buyer or Customer
at the time of installation and shall expire if the original Buyer or
Customer no longer owns or occupies the residence at which
the Product is first installed. This Warranty will not apply to any
subsequent owners or occupants of the residence. “Products”
do not include, and this Warranty specifically excludes: (i) any
products sold by Glass Warehouse under brand names other
than Glass Warehouse; (ii) any third-party products distributed
or sold by Glass Warehouse that are not incorporated into
a Glass Warehouse Product.

Limited Lifetime Warranty for Glass

With respect to any glass components of the Product, Seller
warrants to Buyer that for the lifetime of the Product (‘Glass
Warranty Period”), that such components (excluding seals) will
materially conform to Seller’s published specifications and will
be free from material defects in material and workmanship. With
respect to any Product used in commercial, industrial, or non-
residential uses, including without limitation hotels, casinos, and
apartments, the Glass Warranty Period is one (1) year. For mirrors,
including medicine cabinets with mirrors, the Glass Warranty
Period is one (1) year. For glass railings, the Glass Warranty Period
is three (3) years. The Glass Warranty Period with respect to the
outer coating of any glass component, such as an Enduroshield
coating, is five (b) years.

Limited 5-Year Warranty for Hardware

With respect to any hardware components of the Product, Seller
warrants to Buyer that for a period of five (5) years from the date
of Buyer’s purchase of the Product (‘Hardware Warranty Period”),
that such components (excluding seals) will materially conform
to Seller’s published specifications and will be free from material
defects in material and workmanship. With respect to any

Product used in commercial, industrial, or non-residential uses,
including without limitation hotels, casinos, and apartments, the
Hardware Warranty Period is one (1) year. For mirrors, including
medicine cabinets with mirrors, the Hardware Warranty Period is
one (1) year. For railings, the Hardware Warranty Period is one (1)
year. The Glass Warranty Period and Hardware Warranty Period
are referred to together as the “Warranty Period”

While stainless steel is resistant to corrosion, it is not corrosion
or rust-proof. Environmental conditions including, but not limited
to, exposure to chemicals, salt air, pollution, and high humidity
may cause surface discoloration or rust. Regular cleaning
and maintenance is required to maintain the appearance and
integrity of stainless steel products. Seller makes no warranty
against and shall not be liable for any claims related to surface
rust, discoloration, or corrosion of stainless steel components.

Warranty Terms and Conditions

This Warranty shall be voided if the Product (i) has been subjected
to abuse, misuse, neglect, negligence, accident, improper testing,
improper installation, improper cleaning (such as use of abrasive
cleaners), improper storage, improper handling, abnormal
physical stress, abnormal environmental conditions, or use or
installation contrary to any instructions or guidelines issued by
Seller; (i) has been altered, repaired, or reconstructed by anyone
other than Seller; (iii) was installed by anyone other than a fully
insured and licensed professional; (iv) was not installed according
to Glass Warehouse's published installation instructions or
guidelines; (v) is installed or used outside of the US or Canada;
or (vi) has been used with any third-party hardware or product
that has not been previously approved in writing by Seller. This
Warranty shall not apply to normal wear and tear. With respect
to Products advertised by Glass Warehouse for outdoor use,
this Warranty specifically excludes damage caused by extreme
weather events.
