EXPOSURE & MAINTENANCE: Long-term exposure to high-intensity heat can cause the mesh screens 
to warp and the high-temperature paint to flake or burn off the steel. If the steel is exposed to moisture, it will 
rust. As with any outdoor steel product, periodic maintenance is required to maintain integrity and appearance. 
Remove rust and refinish with a suitable high-temperature paint; carefully follow the paint manufacturer 
instructions and ensure the paint is completely dry before using the unit again.
CLEANING: Remove ashes and debris before every use. Ensure the fire pit and ashes are completely cool 
before cleaning. Ashes can remain hot long after a fire dies down. If you feel heat when your hand is close to 
the metal or the ashes, the unit is too hot to clean.
COVER AND STORE: Ensure the unit is completely cool and clean before covering. Do not allow the fire 
pit to be exposed to water. Store this unit in a dry location to protect it from environmental elements. The 
manufacturer is not liable for damage resulting from general use and/or environmental conditions.
