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Guided Math: Unit 7, Lesson 3
Essential Question
What attributes can students use to 
describe 2-dimensional shapes?

Whole-Group Lesson
Begin the lesson by reviewing the attributes associated with 2-dimensional 
shapes. Then pass out 2-dimensional Shapes and ask students to describe 
each shape using its attributes (example: a rectangle has two sets of parallel 
lines, four right angles, and four sides). Let students practice this with the 
shapes and then fill in the 2-dimensional Shapes blackline master. 
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Small-Group Lesson
Continue to focus on having “shape talk” in which students use their vocabulary 
terms to describe a shape. For example, a square has four right angles and two 
sets of parallel lines, or a circle has no faces or edges. Pair students to use the 
2-dimensional Shapes Riddle Cards for additional practice.
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Remediate
Model, monitor, and assist 
as needed.

On Level
Model, monitor, and assist 
as needed.

Enrich
Students can pair up and 
ask each other about 
different shapes. Students 
describe the shape using 
vocabulary terms.
