� Keep Wrench as the bolts may need to be tightened in the future.

STEP 1

Place Side Frame (F) on a soft cloth.

Attach Back (D) and Seat (E) to
Side Frame (F) with Flat Washers,
Spring Washers and Head Cap Bolts,
tightening bolts only halfway.
(See Figure 1)

STEP 2

Place Side Frame (G)
on a soft cloth.

Attach unit to Side Frame (G)
with Flat Washers, Spring Washers and

Head Cap Bolts, tightening bolts only halfway.

Tighten all Bolts used in Steps 1 and 2.

Cover all Head Cap Bolts with Caps.
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STEP 3

Attach unit to Connector (B) with Bolts,
Flat Washers (long), Spring Washers (large)
and Nuts, tightening bolts and nuts only halfway.
(See Figure 2)

Tighten all Bolts and Nuts.

Cover all Bolts and Nuts with Caps (large).

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STEP 4

Place unit onto Base (C).
