Place the base oh your work statioh with the shallow side facing up.

1. Completely cover the base with a
thin layer of clay. Push the clay evenly
to the edge. Even small open areas Do not place clay
around the edge could create a leak. over the hole

2. Flip the base over and remove the
stopper. Using the pointed clay tool,
clear the clay away from the hole and
replace the stopper. Do not place clay
over the hole when decorating. This is
where the water will be added later.

3. Decorate your scene by making
clay plants - anything you can
imagine! Be sure to press them to the
base clay to keep them in place.

** Pro tip- to keep the glitter from sticking
to the inside of the globe, try wiping a tiny

amount of dish soap around the inside of
the globe before the hext step.

6. Sprinkle the glitter over your scene.
Add a little extra glitter to float around.
Try to keep the glitter away from the
edges for the most secure seal.

7. Press the top of the globe

onto the base. It should fit very
snugly. You may need to ask an

adult or older friend to help with

this step. Add the fun colorful stickers.

8. Wipe away any clay from the outer edge,
where the globe meets the base. Add a line of
glue around the seam. Place the water globe
on the clear plastic tray and let dry for 1-2
hours.

** |t is best to wWork over a sink and ask an
adult for help as heeded. Have some paper

towels handy to clean up any drips.

9. Remove the stopper from the bottom of the
base and place the funnel in the hole. Use a
small stream of cool water to fill the base.
Once it is filled, replace the stopper. For a
crystal clear water globe, try using bottled or
distilled water.
