OPERATION

AWARNING: Never remove the radiator cap when engine is hot. :

-
1. Remove the existing radiator cap.
2. ldentify and install the proper adapter and cap on to the radiator

or expansion tank opening (Fig. 1).
Note: Be sure the gasket is in place for a proper seal.

3. Fit and thread on the adapter. If an angled extension and or a

straight extension is needed, it must be installed before installing the
-

funnel. Use the angled extensions if clearance is an issue (Fig. 2).

4. With the funnel attached, open the shut-off valve by turning counter-
clockwise and slowly pour coolant until the funnel is 1/3rd full.

5. Start the engine and let it idle, wait for the thermostat to fully
open. Watch the coolant level in the funnel and add coolant if
needed.

AWARNING: Do not rev the engine. Excessive RPM can cause fluid
to overflow the funnel.

6. After the cooling system is full and there's still coolant in the funnel,
squeeze and hold the upper radiator hose (use caution if warm).
While holding the hose, close the shut-off valve by turning

clockwise. Release the hose and the system will draw in any

additional coolant. Do not reopen the valve. *
7. Unthread the funnel to release it from the adapters. Empty the

remaining fluid into an appropriate container. .
8. Remove the cap and adapter from the radiator and reinstall the

cooling system cap.
