TWO-PIECE TOILET INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

1. Turn Off Water Supply
- Close toilet supply valve and flush tank completely, use towel to remove excess water.
- Disconnect and remove supply line, if you are replacing the valve shut main water supply first.

2. Identify Outlet Installation Type
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- For wall-outlet installation, place the pipe - For floor-outlet installation, place the pipe
fittings as shown above. fittings as shown above.

3. Connect Supply Hose 4. Attach Gasket
- Thread the supply hose onto the tank. - Position the gasket on the bowl inlet.

5. Position Tank onto Bowl 6. Secure Tank to Bowl
- Holes should line up so threaded rod can fit - Slide metal washer and rubber washer onto the bolt.
Smooth|y connecting the cistern body to the bowl. - Thread bolts into the bottom of the tank then tighten

the bolts using a screwdriver.
- Do not overtighten, this may crack the ceramic.

7. Position Toilet 8. Drill Holes
- Position toilet into place and make level.
- Use a pencil to mark the location of the holes
inside the tank onto the wall.
- Draw one line around the base of the toilet and
one perpendicular from the holes located on
both sides of the bowl.

-Remove the toilet and measure bowl thickness.

- Apply that measurement from edge to center of
marks you made on the floor as shown, then drill.

- Drill holes into locations on wall marked from tank.

9. Install Hardware

- Install anchors into all pre-drilled locations.
- Install brackets onto floor.

10. Secure Toilet
- Return toilet to desired location.
- Carefully thread bolts onto nuts on the bracket.
- Tighten to secure into place, do not over tighten.

3/8" NPT Supply

11. Secure Tank
-Using screws and washers affix tank to wall.
- Tighten to secure in place, do not over tighten.

12. Connect Plumbing
- Connect water supply.

13. Connect Push Button

- Unscrew the big white nut on the push button and insert the button into the hole on the tank.
- When the rods meet the push buttons, measure the height (H) with a ruler.

-Unscrew the rods and cut the part H on both rods.

- Insert the rods back and tighten the small nut.

- Tighten the big nut from the inside of the tank.

- Disassemble the cover cap and the hinge. - Insert screw and nut into the hole on the hinge.
- Attach blind hole screw fixing to the bottom of screw.

- Insert hinges with blind hole screw fixings attached - Be sure the hinge is all the way forward for proper
into holes on toilet bowl. seat fitting.
