 CONTROLS, COMPONENTS & ACCESSORIES
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 SPECIFIC SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS
This electric blower is designed for blowing in and around the garage, shop or home.  It 
can be used to remove small debris, dust, shavings, leaves, or blow dry water on a 
smooth surface.  Not recommended for rough, porous or uneven surfaces.  This device is 
not designed for industrial applications. The device cannot be used for other purposes 
than its intended use.

• Never leave blower unattended while plugged in and/or operating. Allow blower to cool  
 periodically during use
• Always wear sturdy shoes and sufficient clothing during operation.  Do not wear loose  
 clothing that can be sucked into the suction tube.
• Keep long hair away from air intake.
• Always use personal protective equipment, such as safety glasses and hearing protection.
• Check thoroughly the area you are going to work on and remove all items that can be  
 sucked into the suction tube or blown away by the air blower. 
• Do not begin working without air tubes, safety devices and covers installed in place.
• Hold the tool with both hands so the end of the nozzle is not obstructed by the ground.
• Attach an extension cord in a manner as to prevent accidental disconnection.
• The tool should be repaired by authorized personnel only.

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 GENERAL OPERATION
WARNING Read the ENTIRE IMPORTANT SAFETY INFORMATION section at the begin-
ning of this manual including all text under subheadings therein before set up or use of 
this product.

1. Switching on – press the switch button (2) and hold it down.
2. Switching off – release the switch button (2).
3. Switch lock (continuous operation).
 a. Switching on: Press the button switch (2), and then press the switch lock button (3).
 b. Switching off: Press and release the switch button (2).
4. Attaching nozzle:
 a. Connect to two nozzle pieces (5) and twist to lock
 b. Connect the nozzle assembly (5) to the blowing connector (1) 
 c. Rotate it to lock it in place
5. Adjusting speed: 
 a. Set Variable Speed Knob (6) to 1
 b. Plug in blower and pull trigger.
 c. Adjust the speed by turning the Variable Speed Knob (6) clockwise from 1 to 

6 depending on desired output level.
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• Work only in daylight or good artificial light.
• Avoid sucking in water or other liquids.
• Always make sure that your legs stand firmly on a slope.
• Walk, never run.
• Pay particular attention when changing direction.
• When moving the tool from one work area to another, turn it off and unplug it between uses.
• Do not use the tool, if the nozzle is damaged or not attached.
• Make sure the vents are free from dirt, debris or other blockages.
• Before starting the tool, make sure that you are firmly holding the tool handle.
• Unplug the blower during any of the following:
 - Every time you walk away from the device
 - Before inspecting, cleaning or repairing the device
 - After the device has been struck by a foreign object - check if it is broken
 - If it begins to vibrate excessively
 - If it overheats, smokes, or makes unusual noises

 PREPARATION



 CARE & MAINTENANCE
1. Unplug the power cord from main socket before any installation, adjustment, repair,  
cleaning or maintenance.
2. Replacement of carbon brushes.  Used (shorter than 5mm), burnt or broken motor 
carbon brushes should be immediately replaced. Both carbon brushes should always be 
replaced at the same time.
• Loosen and remove the carbon brush plugs by unscrewing with a slotted screwdriver (7).
• Take out used carbon brushes and remove any carbon dust using compressed air.
• Insert new carbon brushes. Carbon brushes should slide smoothly into brush holders. 
• Fasten the carbon brush plugs (7).
When the carbon brushes are removed, the device should be switched on for 
approximately 1-2 minutes, so that carbon brushes can adapt to the motor.  Carbon 
brushes should be replaced only by a qualified person using identical replacement parts.

 CLEANING
• It is recommended that you clean the device after each use.
• If possible, the motor housing should be always kept free from dust and debris.
• Wipe the device with a clean cloth or blow it with low pressure compressed air.
• Do not use water or chemical cleaning agents for cleaning.
• Be careful to prevent water from penetrating the device.

 MAINTENANCE AND STORAGE
• Make sure the screws are properly tightened to be able to work safely. Use only original 
accessories and original spare parts.

• If the device is not used, it should be stored in a dry place, away from children.
• In case of excessive sparking at the motor, have the condition of motor brushes 
  checked by skilled personnel.
• If the power cord is damaged, replace it with another one which has the same 
  characteristics. Entrust this operation to a qualified technician or a repair shop.
