Care & Maintenance

This furniture is designed for indoor use.

FABRIC

Wipe regularly with clean water and a damp, clean, soft white cloth.

General cleaning can be done as needed with a mild detergent and water solution.
Always rinse with clean water and dry.

For heavy soiling, dampen a soft white cloth or soft bristle brush.

Use care as scrubbing can damage the surface.

More difficult stains can be treated, but this should be occasional, not daily cleaning.
ANY cleaning solution used must be removed with clean water and a clean white
cloth.

Cleaning residue left on the material can cause it to dry out and crack or affect the
color.

DO NOT use any cleaners with corrosive ingredients (lye, acids or ammonia).

LEATHER

Wipe regularly with a clean damp, soft cloth.

Do not place in direct sunlight as it may fade.

Do not apply heat to full-grain leather if it gets wet because it could lead to cracking.
Always let full-grain leather air dry at room temperature.

To prevent over-drying, apply leather conditioner every 3 to 6 months.

Professional cleaning advised for more persistent stains.

Do not use any cleaners with corrosive ingredients (lye, acids or ammonia).
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
