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This hardware, when properly installed, provides 
protection against the unexpected tipping of 
furniture which may injure young children.

1. Find the stud in the wall and mark the locations on 
the wall for the screws to go through.

2. If a stud cannot be found purchase a “Hollow-Wall 
Anchor Bolt.”

3.  Place the furniture against the wall so it is lined up 
with your stud markings.

4. Drill all 4 screws into the studs so the furniture is 
secure.
