INSTALLATION

NOTE: There are three ways to operate the SteamSpa aroma pump.
a. Operated via the steam generator’s control panel;
b. Operated by a pneumatic switch and temperature control switch;
c. Operated by the aroma pumps onboard controls.

1. The aroma pump should be installed in an easily viewed and accessible place to monitor and replenish
the aroma oil canisters as needed.

2. The aroma pump is only installed indoors in a dry and clean area free from moisture and humidity.

3. The aroma pump must be installed against a vertical surface.
For single pump SS-SAP001-XX, two screws (ST5*20) with a horizontal distance of 7.78” [200mm] shall be
installed about 59.06” [1500mm] above the ground, and then mount the aroma pump. Refer to the
Figure 8;

For double pump SS-DAP001-XX, two screws (ST5*20) with a horizontal distance of 10.24" [260mm] shall
be installed about 59.06” [1500mm] above the ground, and then mount the aroma diffuser. Refer to the
Figure 9.

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4. The aroma pump should not be installed in an area susceptible to freezing temperatures. Nor should it
be installed outside.

5. The aroma pump should not be installed near flammable materials or corrosive chemicals.

6. The aroma pump’s installation site should be spacious enough to easily operate, maintain and replenish
the system.

7. The aroma pump should be installed out of reach of children.

8. The pump’s outlet should be elevated higher than the aroma pump’s oil injection port but not higher than
59.06” [1500mm].

NOTE:

1. The aroma pump should not be installed above or below the steam generator. These areas can be
subjected to the generator’s heat.

2. The minimum distance between the aroma pump and the steam generator should be 19.68” [500mm].
If the pump needs to be closer make sure to install a thermal insulation board or material in between
them.

3. The ambient temperature should not be higher than 140°F [60°C].

Install an aroma injection port on steam pipe:
1. Installation on %" steam pipe: use the 3%4” three-way valve for direct installation to the pipe.

2. Installation on %" steam pipe: use the %” three-way valve and adapter.
Notes:
® Install the %” three-way valve within 8.2ft [2500mm] from the steam jet. Note that the injection port

must be oriented upwards.

® PTFE plumber’s tape must be used to ensure a water-tight seal.

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Installation of pneumatic switch button(only for single pump SS-SAP001-XX)

1. Open a P1.26"[32mm] hole on the steam room wall with a
height of about 59.06” [1500mm], which is easy to operate.

2. Install the pneumatic switch button, as shown in Figure 4.

3. Connect the other end of the hose to the pneumatic switch
interface of the aroma diffuser as shown in Figure 2. (It is
recommended to add a little grease to the interface before
installing the hose.)

Notes:

® The gasket should be placed between the button and the
wall surface, and the hose should avoid being blocked and
exposed to high temperature.

® The installation steps of pneumatic switch button are only
available while using the operating system of aroma diffuser
consisting of pneumatic switch.

Installation of temperature control switch:

1. Place an insulation pad between the Hose Clamp and the
temperature control switch. Secure the temperature control
switch on the steam pipe (must be copper pipe) with a Hose
Clamp. The location should be convenient to install (Refer to
the Figure 5).

2. Connect the control line to the pins of the control switch.
Note: The temperature control switch is normally open

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Installation of aroma pump system:

Notice:

® The aromatherapy pump system is equipped with external cable plug and control cable. All the wires
must be handled by a qualified electrician. If the system and cable are damaged, they must be replaced
by a qualified electrician.

® When the steam pipeline temperature is lower than 194F(90°C), the aroma pump stops working.

@ When the installed aromatherapy pump is used for the first time, there is air in the hose for conveying
aroma oil. Set the starting time of the aroma pump to 9 seconds, restart it when it stops. Repeat for
about 4 times to flush the air and fill the hose.

Install the aroma pump as the following steps:

1. Install the aroma pump in a place which meets the requirements of Page 02 and Page 03.
2. Fill the aroma oil tank with aroma oil and connect the hose to the aroma oil inlet of aroma pump.

3. Make sure the hoses between the aroma oil outlets of aroma pump and the three-way valve are well
connected.

4. Make sure the control line to the Temp. control switch is well connected.

5. Make sure the hose between the pneumatic switch and aroma pump is well connected.
(For SS-SAP001-XX only)

6. Connect the control line of the aroma pump with the corresponding control line of the Bluetooth box.
(For SS-DAP001-XX only)

7. Plug the aroma pump plug into the Ground-Fault Circuit-Interrupter (GFCI) protected grounded socket.
After the aroma pump is powered on and enters the standby state, the aromatherapy machine controller
displays "--". When the temperature of the steam pipe reaches 194 90°C), the temperature control
switch is turned on, and the aroma system can be turned on/off by operating the steam control panel
(For SS-DAPQ01-XX only) or pneumatic switch(For SS-SAP001-XX only)

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Operation

1. Press ON/OFF button on the panel of aroma pump to turn on and off the corresponding aroma pumps A
or B and the LED displays.

2. Standby mode: When the aroma pump is turned on and there isn’t steam in the steam pipeline, the
aroma pump will be in standby mode and the display window will display "- -".

3. Running countdown: When there is steam running through the pipeline, and the temperature of the
steam pipe reaches 194°F (90°C), the temperature control switch trigger. The “ON” indicators will light up,
and the displays will show a countdown while the pump is running.

4. Suspending countdown: When the running countdown is finished, the aroma pump will shut off. The
“OFF” indicators will light up, and the displays will show the time until the next cycle.

5. Running countdown time setting: The setting range of the running countdown is 1 ~9 seconds. Press
the “SET” button once or twice, and the green indicator light will flash. The panel will show the time.
You can set the time between 1~9secons by pressing the up or down button. Then, press the “SET”
button again to save the setting or wait a few seconds for the indicator to stop flashing to exit the setting.

6. Suspending countdown time setting: The setting range for the stop countdown timer is 1~10 minutes.
Press the “SET” button once or twice, and the red indicator light will flash. The panel will then show the
time. You can set the time between 1~10 minutes by pressing the up or down button. Then, press the
“SET” button again to save the setting or wait a few seconds for the indicator to stop flashing to exit the
setting.

7. When the temperature of the steam pip reaches 194°F (90°C), the temperature control switch will
trigger, and the aroma pump can be turned ON/OFF by with the SteamSpa Bluetooth/Wifi control panel
(For SS-DAP001-XX only) or the pneumatic push button(For SS-SAP001-XX only).

Notices:
1. When using double pump, users can inject different aroma oil into the aroma oil tanks and turn on one
pump each time to have different experience.

2. For SS-SAPQ01-XX, the user can press the pneumatic switch and leave it opened so that the aroma pump
will be controlled by the temperature control switch automatically.

1. Nothing shows up on the display panel: Check the plug’s connection, check if the outlet has power,
check if the output voltage of the power supply matches and is well connected. If the problem persists,
please contact SteamSpa at 305-614-4070 for further assistance.

2. If the aroma is not coming out from the steamhead, please check the following:

A. Check if the pump’s motor(s) is running.

B. Check if the sufficient aroma oil in the tank.

C. Check if the inlet or outlet houses are blocked, kinked, or damaged.
