This illustration shows how the cam-fastening system works. 
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Parts for Reference:
1. Left side panel
2. Right side panel
3. Bottom panel
4. Rear top bar
5. Rear bottom bar
6. Left door
7. Right door
8. Front cross bar
9. Front & back leg apron
10. Leg apron side rail

A. Cam bolt x23 + 1 spare
B. Cam lock x23 + 1 spare
C. Wooden dowel x18 + 1 spare
D. Metal bracket x2
E. Hinge x4
F. Screw & plastic anchor x4
G. 4 x 14mm Screw x40 + 2 spare
H. 4 x 35mm Screw x4
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1. Assemble Frame
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· Screw 5 cam bolts (A) & insert 2 wood dowel (C) into the left side panel (1).
  Repeat for the right side panel (2). 
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· Insert 2 wood dowels (C) into the dowel holes 
  of the Front cross bar panel (8). 
  Screw 1 com bolts (A) into the bottom panel (3). 
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· Use 1 cam lock (B) to lock the front cross bar (8) to the lift side panel (1).
  Use 4 cam lock (B) to lock the Rear top bar (4) & reap bottom bar (5)
  to the lift side panel (1).
· Repeat for the right side panel (2).
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· Carefully align the Bottom Panel (3) pre-drilled holes 
  to the pre-assemble wood dowl on both 
  of the side Panels edges and secure it 
  by tightening 4 Screws (H).
· Connect the bottom panel (3)to rear bottom bar (5).
  Secure with 1 cam locks (B) as shown. 
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· Screw 8 cam bolts (A) into the bottom panel (3).
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2. Attach Doors
· Use 24 screws (G) to install 2 hinges to the 
left door (6) and right door (7).

· If adjustment or realignment is needed, follow the instructions provided in the following chart.

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Leg Apron Assembly

3. Assemble the Leg Apron
· Lay flat both leg aprons (9), Properly insert and slowly 
  screw in the Cambolt(A) to the lower portion of the 
  pre-drilled holes at both ends of the Leg Apron. 
  Insert 2 wooden dowels (C) to the pre-drilled holes
  at the top of front and back leg aprons (9). 
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· Insert 4 wooden dowels (C) to the pre-drilled holes
  on the ends and top edges of each leg side rail (10). 

· Place 4 cam locks (B) to the desginated 
  pre-drilled holes on the side rails (10).
· Align the leg rails (10) with the front and
  back leg aprons (9) and secure all sides
  by tightening the 4 cam locks (B).
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· Carefully place the Leg Apron assembly to the cabinet structure 
  and tighten the camlock (B) to secure both structures.
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4. Secure Vanity to Wall

·  Attach the 2 metal brackets (D) to the cabinet body using 16 screws (G) as shown.
·  Mark desired mounting location on wall and ensure placement is level.
·  Select installation option from below.

5. Vanity Top Installation
·  Install faucet and drain according to 

manufacturer’s installation instructions. Do not 
overtighten, this may cause the sink to crack.   

·  Set the vanity top on top of the vanity base, 
checking the location of the p-trap and drain.

·  Remove vanity top from vanity base. Apply a thin 
bead of silicone around the vanity base and set 
the vanity top carefully in place. 

·  Remove excess silicone with a wet cloth.

Option 1: Securing to Drywall
· Position cabinet against wall in desired location.
· Using a pencil, make a mark on the wall through 
the holes in each bracket (D). 

· Move cabinet away from the wall. Create a pilot 
hole in each mark on the wall, then insert the 
plastic anchor (F). 

· Place cabinet against the wall, insert a screw (F) 
through the metal bracket (D) into each hole in the 
wall, then tighten to plastic anchors (F) to secure 
the vanity.

Option 2: Securing to Drywall & Wood Stud
· Position cabinet against wall in desired location, 
be sure desired mounting location aligns with 
existing wood studs.

· Insert screw (F) through the holes in the metal 
bracket (D), then tighten through the drywall into 
the wood stud. Repeat this step for the other 
metal bracket (D) to secure the vanity.
