•	 Do not carry passengers. Keep children and pets a safe 
distance away.

•	 Always wear substantial footwear. Do not wear loose 
fitting clothing that can get caught in moving parts.

•	 Keep your eyes and mind on your tractor/attachment and 
area being covered. Don't let other interests distract you.

•	 Stay alert for holes in the terrain and other hidden 
hazards.

•	 Keep the vehicle and attachments in good operating 
condition and keep safety devices in place.

•	 Keep all nuts, bolts and screws tight to be sure the 
equipment is in safe working condition.

•	 The vehicle and attachments should be stopped and 
inspected for damage after striking a foreign object. 
The damage should be repaired before restarting and 
operating the equipment.

•	 See tractor equipment owner's manual for safe operation 
of the equipment.

•	 Do not drive close to creeks, ditches and public 
highways.

•	 Watch out for traffic when crossing or near roadways.
•	 Before lowering or operating any attachments, ensure 

bystanders are not near the vehicle.
•	 Lower the Grader Blade and implement when leaving 

vehicle unattended.
•	 Stopping distance increases with speed and weight 

of attachment. Travel slowly and allow extra time and 
distance to stop. 

•	 Attachments in the raised and lowered position can 
cause loss of traction and loss of control on slopes.  Stay 
off steep slopes.

SAFETY
Read the general safety operating precautions in your towing 
vehicle operator's manual for additional safety information.

PROTECT BYSTANDERS
•	 Keep bystanders away when you operate this machine.  

Before you back look carefully behind for bystanders.
•	 Before you operate any feature of this machine, observe 

your surroundings and look for bystanders.

OPERATE SAFELY
•	 Use this machine for intended purpose only.

•	 Travel speed should always be slow enough to maintain 
control.  Attachments in raised and lowered position can 
change stability of tractor. 

•	 Travel slowly over rough ground.
•	 Do not let children or an untrained person operate 

machine.
•	 Do not let anyone, especially children, ride on this 

Grader Blade or the towing vehicle. 
•	 Check vehicle brake action before you operate. Adjust or 

service brakes as necessary.
•	 Keep all parts in good condition and properly installed. 

Fix damaged parts immediately. Replace worn or 
broken parts. Replace all worn or damaged safety and 
instruction decals.

•	 Do not modify the Grader Blade or safety devices. 
Unauthorized modifications to the vehicle or Grader 
Blade may impair its function and safety, and void the 
warranty.

•	 Keep all nuts, bolts and screws tight.
•	 Always stop the tractor and raise Grader Blade to 

transport position BEFORE changing blade angle or 
reversing blade.

•	 Care should be taken not to "hang" the Grader Blade 
on surface projections such as corners of concrete 
driveways.

•	 Lock tractor lift handle DOWN when installing or 
removing Grader Blade on Sleeve Hitch.

TOWING SAFELY
•	 Stopping distance increases with speed and weight 

of attachment. Travel slowly and allow extra time and 
distance to stop.

•	 Total towing weight must not exceed limits specified in 
vehicle operator's manual.

KEEP RIDERS OFF HITCH AND ATTACHMENT
•	 Keep riders off Grader Blade and attachments.
•	 Riders on a Grader Blade or attachment are subject to 

injury, such as being struck by objects and being thrown 
off the attachment during sudden starts, stops and turns.

•	 Riders obstruct the operator's view, resulting in the 
attachment being used in an unsafe manner.

KEEP BODY PARTS FROM UNDER Grader Blade 
AND ATTACHMENTS
Before disconnecting this machine from towing vehicle hitch 
plate:
•	 Stop on level ground.
•	 Stop towing vehicle engine.
•	 Lock towing vehicle park brake.
•	 Block wheels of the machine.
•	 Make sure body parts are not under Grader Blade or 

attachments.

ASSEMBLY

TOOLS REQUIRED:
(1) 9/16" Wrench
(2) 3/4" Wrenches
(1) Pair of Slip Joint Pliers
(1) Level

1.  Assemble Blade to Blade Mount as shown.  
Assemble hardware loosely.  You will fully tighten 
in adjustment step later.

2.  Install drawbar down onto the blade mount as 
shown.

ASSEMBLY

3.  Install Large Flat Washer over Drawbar Post.  Slide 
Angling Lever over Drawbar Post and assemble with 
Clevis Pin and Cotter Pin in outermost holes.

4.  Install Carriage Bolt and Locknut into innermost holes.

5.  Install Vinyl Grip onto Lever.

6.  Assemble Hitch to Drawbar as shown.

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ADJUSTMENT

6.  Attach the blade to the sleeve hitch on your tractor 
using the middle holes in the blade hitch.

7.  Position the tractor (with blade) on a hard, level surface.  
Lower the blade and check to make sure it is level, side 
to side, and then tighten the (4) 3/8" x 1" Carriage Bolts 
holding the blade to the blade mount.

8.  Place a level on the top of the drawbar.  Adjust hitch 
assembly until drawbar is level front to back.  Tighten the 
(4) 1/2" x 1-1/4" Hex Bolts securely.

9.  The stabilizer bolts on the hitch should be tightened 
against the yoke on drawbar to prevent any "side sway" 
during the operation of the blade.

10.  The operating depth of the blade needs to be set now.  
Make sure the tractor hitch is free to allow blade to go 
below ground level, but still maintaining a minimum of 5" 
transport height when raised.  Refer to your tractor and/or 
sleeve hitch manual for any necessary adjustments.

OPERATION

MAINTENANCE

Various blade angles (left and right) are obtained by lifting 
lever, rotating the blade to the desired angle, then lowering 
the lever into one of the locking holes.

To use the blade with the tractor in reverse gear, raise the 
lever, rotate the blade 180 degrees and lock into the desired 
position.

The rear blade is designed to be used in a variety of light 
jobs such as leveling, scraping, raking, back filling, snow 
removal, etc.

The tractor speed while operating the rear blade should be 
governed by the task to be accomplished.

While grading, do not attempt to cut excessive amounts of 
hard packed material at a high rate of speed.

NOTE:  Operate at a speed which allows loose material that 
has piled up on the face of the blade to be deposited in low 
areas.

After the blade edge has worn considerably, it should 
be rotated (from bottom to top) to provide a "new" edge.  
Remove the four 3/8" x 1" Carriage Bolts, rotate the blade, 
and then reassemble the unit with the "new" edge on the 
surface.

Lubricate all pivoting points with a drop or two of 30 weight 
oil.

No implied warranty, including any implied warranty 
of merchantability of fitness for a particular purpose, 
applies after the applicable period of express written 
warranty above as to the part as identified below. 
No other express warranty whether written or oral,
