1 Turning Off the Power

o Turn the power OFF at the switch and fusebox or the
circuit breaker.

2 Identifying the Wires

Black - Hot/Live — Ground
White - Neutral Hot/Live
Green or Bare Copper - Ground Neutral

3 Removing the Mounting Bracket from
the Fixture

o Remove the mounting bracket (BB) from the fixture (AA) by
turning the mounting bracket counter-clockwise and gently
raise the mounting plate.

5 Positioning the Toggle Bolts

o Using the mounting bracket (BB) as a guide, mark the position
of the holes on the ceiling or wall where the toggle bolts (DD)
will be placed.

6 Installing the Toggle Bolts

o Remove the mounting bracket (BB) from the junction box.

Drill three holes where marked using a 1/2 in. drill bit.

o Insert a toggle bolt (DD) through the front of the mounting
bracket (BB) and re-attach the wing to the toggle bolt (DD).
Repeat for all three toggle bolts.

4 Secure the Mounting Screws

o Insert the junction box mounting screws (CC) into the junction
box as shown.

o Feed the junction box wires through the center of the
mounting bracket (BB) hole. Re-attach the mounting plate (BB)
by inserting the three toggle bolts (DD) into the drilled holes.
Once the toggle bolts (DD) are through and expanded, pull the
toggle bolt (DD) downward to engage and tighten.

8 Connecting the Safety Cable

o Secure the safety cable (FF) from the fixture (AA) to the
mounting bracket (BB).

9 Connecting the Wires

o Use the wire nuts (EE) to connect the wires. Black wire to
Hot/Live. White wire to neutral. Green or bare copper wire
to ground.

10 installing the Fixture

o Position the fixture (AA) over the junction box aligning the
mounting bracket (BB) with the back of the fixture. Secure
the fixture in place by twisting it in a clockwise motion
while standing on the floor and looking up at the fixture to
ensure proper alignment.

11 Turning On the Power

o Turn on the fusebox or circuit breaker and the power at
the wall switch.

Operating the Fixture

e  Flip the wall switch ON after Installation to enter Mode 1: Skylight.
e Flip the wall switch OFF and back ON in less than 3 seconds to enter the Mode 2: White light.
e The color temperature of the white light in Mode 2 can be selected with the switch on the back of fixture. This
will affect the color temperature of the white light only in Mode 2. See "Changing the Color Settings" section.
e Flip the wall switch OFF and back ON again in less than 3 seconds to enter Mode 3: Blue light.

NOTE: If the unit is turned off for more than 10 seconds,
the mode will automatically revert to the default mode
of Mode 1 (Skylight).

e Must be in Mode 2 (White light) to select the desired color temperature.
