1 Turning Off the Power

Turn off the power at the switch and fuse or circuit breaker box.

2 Removing the Mounting Plate

Remove the mounting plate (BB) from fixture by unscrewing the
4 mounting plate screws (DD) using a Phillips head screwdriver.

3 Installing the Mounting Plate
to the Junction Box

Attach the mounting plate (BB) to the junction box by inserting
the two junction box mounting screws (CC) through slots in the
mounting plate (BB).

4 Connecting the Fixture

Use the wire connectors (EE) provided to connect the green wire
from the fixture to the green or bare copper ground (house) wire.
If the junction box is grounded, you may fasten the fixture ground
wire directly to the junction box. Connect the white fixture wire(s)
to the neutral supply wire. Connect the black fixture wire(s) to
the power supply wire.

B Installing the Fixture

Adjust the fixture mounting screws (DD). Tighten nuts after
adjustment has been made. Insert the fixture mounting screws
(DD) through the fixture housing holes.

Screw in provided LED light bulbs (FF). Make sure you’re firmly
holding the housing while you do this.
