STEP 1: FOLLOWING THE ILLUSTRATION, ATTACH ONE SIDE RAIL
(C) TO THE HEADBOARD (A) USING ONE M8X20 ALLEN BOLT (2),
M8 SPRING WASHER (3) AND M8 FLAT WASHER (4) THROUGH THE
METAL 'L' BRACKET. USE ONE M8X50 ALLEN BOLT (1), M8 SPRING
AND M8 FLAT WASHER THROUGH THE WOODEN SIDE RAIL
SUPPORT. DO NOT TIGHTEN THE BOLTS COMPLETELY.

PULLING OUT THE FOOTBOARD STORAGE DRAWER (B), ATTACH
THE FOOTBOARD FRAME TO THE SIDE RAIL USING FOUR M6X50
ALLEN BOLTS (5), M6 SPRING WASHERS (6) AND M6 FLAT WASHERS
(7). DO NOT TIGHTEN THE BOLTS COMPLETELY.




STEP 2: REPEAT STEP ONE FOR THE SECOND SIDE RAIL. TIGHTEN
ALL ALLEN BOLTS FROM STEP 1 AND 2 COMPLETELY WITH THE
ALLEN KEY (9).

STEP 4: CONNECT THE SUPPORT

STEP 3: ATTACH THE SLAT ASSEMBLY TO THE
SUPPORT LEGS (E) TO THE HEADBOARD AND FOOTBOARD
SUPPORT SLAT (D). SUPPORT SLAT CLEAT

USING TWO WOOD SCREWS (8).




STEP 5: FOLLOWING THE ILLUSTRATION, PLACE AND CONNECT THE
SLAT ROLL (F) TO THE BED WITH THE PROVIDED WOOD SCREWS.
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INSTRUCTIONS FOR ADJUSTING
LEVELER

POSITION THE BED IN YOUR
SPACE AND LOCATE THE
LEVELER UNDER EACH
SUPPORT LEG. TURN THE
LEVELER
COUNTER-CLOCKWISE TO
EXTEND THE LEVELER AND
CLOCKWISE TO RETRACT IT.

ADJUST EACH LEVELER UNTIL
EACH SUPPORT LEG IS APPLY
EQUAL, UPWARD PRESSURE ON
THE SUPPORT SLAT.
