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 Attach 2 pcs of Part B Backrest to Part A Chair Seat with 8 sets of Hardware (1pc of #
 

1 Bolt+2pc of #2 Washer + 1pc of #3 Nut) by using Allen Wrench & Socket Wrench.
Make sure to insert all bolts first, then tighten each one evenly to 100%.

Insert 4pcs of Hardware #4 Foot Nail to the bottom of legs.
Put Part FLl Seat Cushion , Part FL2 Back Cushion and Part FL3 Back Cushion 
on the seat. 
Now enjoy your chair.
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3 Installation of sectional sofa is shown as below if you purchase a set of sofa. 
There are two connecting holes on side of Part A Chair Seat. Use 1 set of Hardware 
(2pcs of #5 Connecting Piece + 2pcs of #1 Bolt + 4pcs of #2 Washer + 2pcs of #3 Nut)
 for each connecting hole to lock the chairs.
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CLEANING TIPS
