Tools Required for Assembly (not included): Adjustable Wrench, Groove
Joint Pliers, Pipe Wrench, Phillips Head Screwdriver, and Supply Lines.
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Installations may vary depending on how the previous faucet was
installed. Supplies necessary for the installation of the faucet are not

all included; however, they are available wherever plumbing supplies
are sold.

Prior to beginning installation, turn off the hot and cold water lines,then
turn on the old faucet to release built-up pressure. When installing the
new faucet, hand tighten the connector nuts. DO NOT OVERTIGHTEN.
Connections that are too tight will reduce the integrity of the system.
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1. Turn off water under sink. n
Remove old faucet making sure
not to damage water lines.

2. Install the spout through top of n
sink. From underneath the sink,
replace the rubber seal, metal
washer and lock nut. Tighten the
screws on the lock nut to secure
the body.

3. Insert optional spray holder
through the hole in sink.Screw
lock nut to shank and tighten.
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4. Screw spray head onto spray
hose.

5. Insert spray hose down through
hole in spray holder. Attach
lower end of spray hose to
entral supply tube in faucet.

6. Tighten end of shank with
wrench and slip coupling nut
onto inlet port.

7. After installing faucet, remove
aerator and turn on water to
remove any debris.
Re-assemble aerator.
