Troubleshooting

Fan Doesn’t Work Noisy Operation

Remote Control of Fan is Erratic

e Make sure the battery is installed correctly.

e Make sure the blades spin freely.

and check all the connections according to the wiring diagram.

Excessive Wobbling

e Make sure the blades are properly installed on the blade iron
posts.
