the house ground wire (4) with the wire nut (6).

3. Align the back plate (10) to the outlet box (1), then secure it to the mounting bar (7) with the
mounting screws (5).

4. Unscrew the socket ring (13) from socket (11). Set glass shade (12) onto socket (11) and
secure with socket ring (13).

5. Carefully place glass (14) and rubber washer (15) to the bottom of socket (11) and secure with
finial (16).
