3. Using a level, position the Wall Post [01] on the tub deck and against the wall, in line
with your threshold/tub deck. This unit requires 1” of flat tub deck space for installation

(Fig 1).

1. Mark the drill hole locations on the wall using the predrilled holes in the Wall Post [01]
(Fig 2.1).

2. Drill a 1/4" hole at each location and insert the Anchors [09] (Fig 2.2, Fig 2.3).

3. Apply silicone sealant along the back of the Wall Post [01] (Fig 2.4).

4. Fasten the Wall Post [01] to the wall with the Screw ST4X35 [08] (Fig 2.5).

1. Carefully remove the Corner Protectors from the Door Panel [05] and attach the
Water sealing Strip [02] to the bottom edge of the Door Panel [05] (Fig 5.1).

2. Slide the assembled Door Panel with hinge into the groove of the Wall Post [01] and
level it vertically (Fig 5.2).

3. Make final adjustment (up to 1/2”) if needed. Hold the Door Panel assembly steady
and drill the holes through the first layer of the Wall Post [01] and into the Door Panel
assembly using an 1/8" drill bit (Fig 5.3).

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Care & Maintenance

TUBS and BACK WALLS: Wipe them off after each use with a soft cloth. To clean the
acrylic surface, use non-abrasive sprays or cream based cleaners. Avoid the use of aerosol
spray cleaners. Never use abrasive cleansers, metal brushes, or scrapers, as they can
scratch or dull the surface.

GLASS: Wipe off the glass after each use with either a soft cloth or a squeegee to prevent
soap buildup and water spots (hard water can etch the surface of the glass over time if left
to dry). To avoid damaging the surface, never use abrasive cleaners or cleaning products
that contain scouring agents. Likewise, never use bristle brushes or abrasive sponges that
can scratch the surface.

HARDWARE: To ensure a long-lasting finish, wipe off the metal parts after using with a
soft cloth. Do not use abrasive cleaners or cleaning products containing ammonia, bleach,
or acid. If accidentally used, rinse the surface as soon as possible to prevent damage to the
finish (peeling or corrosion). After cleaning the polished finishes, rinse thoroughly and wipe
dry with a soft cloth. Clean stainless steel surfaces at least once a week. When applying
stainless steel cleaner or polish to stainless steel hardware, work with (not across) the
grain. Never use an abrasive sponge or cloth, steel wool, or wire brush, which may
permanently scratch the surfaces.
