PRODUCT ASSEMBLY

Attach Part F Connect Disc to the assembled central tube. To use as a coffee table,
E please attach Part F Connect Disc directly to Part D Nether Central Tube. Use one set of
Hardware #1Bolt and #4 Washer (M10) at this step.

Make sure to loosely attach the bolt first, then turn Part F Connect Disc until its holes fit
the tube. Then fully tighten the bolt.

B Place Part A Table Top on flat surface with the four assembly holes facing upward.

Attach the assembled parts to Part A Table Top with 4 sets of Hardware #3 Bolt and
#5 Washer (M6). Fully tighten the bolts at this step.

Be careful to protect the coating.

Attach Part B Base to Part C Nether Central Tube with Hardware #2 Flat Bolt and
make sure it is fully tightened.

Felt pads are provided on the bottom of the base for floor protection.

E Turn the table upwards. Make sure all bolts are tightened and the table is steady.
