Attach part D Short Rail to part C and part B Stool Legs with 2 PCS of Hardware 1 Bolt.
Make sure the steps on the top of the legs are facing each other .

Remove the cap from the safety pin before you fix the Short Rail to Stool legs.

Do not tighten screws too much at this stage.

Do the same to another Short Rail and the other two Legs.

B Attach part E Long Rail to the combined legs (part C+D+B) as below with 4 PCS of Hardware 1 Bolts.

Remove the cap from the safety pin before you fix the Long Rail to Stool legs.

Remove the cap only.

Attach part A the Saddle on to the assembled legs and fix them with 8 PCS of Hardware 1 Bolt.

Tighten all the bolts to secure the steady of this stool.
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
