SPOUT INSTALLATION:(FIGURE 1)
1. Remove mount nut and mount bracket from spout

assembly
2. Assemble spout to sink surface
3. Re-assemble spout mount nut and mount bracket to spout

shank and tighten
4. Assemble spout tee to spout shank and tighten
VALVE BODY INSTALLATION:(FIGURE 1)
5. Remove handles and flanges from valve body assemblies
6. From bottom side of sink, insert valve bodies with mount

nuts/washers through surface holes
7. From top side of sink, assemble valve flanges onto bodies

hand tight
8. Tighten body mount nuts and screws to secure valve

bodies
9. Connect widespread hoses from bodies to spout tee and

tighten
10. Connect water supply lines to valve bodies and tighten
11. Remove aerator using aerator key and flush out faucet

thoroughly with water to remove any line trash
12. Re-assemble aerator and check for leaks at all
