Plug shredder directly into a NEMA L15-20R
receptacle.

OPERATION

POWER ON
o Turn the key on the main power switch ON.

AUTO START/STOP
o Press the START button. The AUTO LED will illuminate indicating the shredder is ready
for use.
e When in AUTO mode, the shredder will start and stop automatically when shredding.
e AUTO mode switches off after ten (10) minutes of no activity.

MANUAL MODE
o With the AUTO button illuminated, push the START button again. The MANUAL LED
will illuminate, and the shredder will begin to run. Press the START button again to
turn off Manual mode.

DOOR OPEN
e When the waste door is open the DOOR OPEN LED will illuminate and the shredder
will not operate. Close the door to resume shredding.

REVERSE MODE
o In the event of a jam, press the REV (reverse) button. Reduce the capacity of materi-
al to be shredded and re-insert into the shredder.

AUTO OILER

This shredder is equipped with an auto oiling system. This system
is designed to pump the optimal amount of oil onto the cutting
blades at specific time intervals. Please make sure the oil con-
tainer stays full and use only Dahle branded oil. Use of other oil
may void warranty and cause damage to the shredder.
