* This air conditioner must be properly installed
in accordance with the Installation Instructions
before it is used.

* Never unplug your air conditioner by pulling on
the power cord. Always grip plug firmly and pull
straight out from the receptacle.

* Replace immediately all electric service cords
that have become frayed or otherwise damaged.
A damaged power supply cord must be replaced
with a new power supply cord obtained from the
manufacturer and not repaired. Do not use a cord
that shows cracks or abrasion damage along its
length or at either the plug or connector end.

&\ WARNING

Turn the unit OFF and unplug your air conditioner
before cleaning.

For your safety, do not store or use combustible
materials, gasoline or other flammable vapors
or liquids in the vicinity of this or any other
appliance.

If the receptacle does not match the plug, the
receptacle must be changed out by a qualified
electrician.

DO NOT use an adapter plug with this appliance.

The power cord of this appliance is equipped
with a 3-prong (grounding) plug which mates
with a standard 3-prong (grounding) wall outlet
to minimize the possibility of electric shock
hazard from this appliance.

Power cord includes a current interrupter device.
Atest and reset button is provided on the plug
case. The device should be tested on a periodic
basis by first pressing the TEST button and then
the RESET button while plugged into the outlet.
If the TEST button does not trip or if the RESET
button will not stay engaged, discontinue use

of the air conditioner and contact a qualified
service technician.

Have the wall outlet and circuit checked by a
qualified electrician to make sure the outlet
is properly grounded.

Where a 2-prong wall outlet is encountered, it is
your personal responsibility and obligation to
have it replaced with a properly grounded
3-prong wall outlet.

The air conditioner should always be plugged into
its own individual electrical outlet which has
a voltage rating that matches the rating plate.

This provides the best performance and prevents
overloading house wiring circuits which
could cause a fire hazard from overheated wires.

Requirements section for specific electrical
connection requirements.

This product contains a dry battery. If a new or used dry battery battery is swallowed or enters
the body, it can cause severe internal burns and can lead to death in as little as 2 hours.

USING THE AIR CONDITIONER

AIR CONDITIONER CONTROLS

Features and appearance may vary.
Lights below the touch pads on the air conditioner control panel indicate the selected settings.

Power Pad

* Turns air conditioner on and off. When turned on,
the display will show the set temperature.

Display

* Shows the set temperature at all times in Cool or
ECO modes or time remaining on the Delay timer.

Temp and Delay Increase + /Decrease - Pads

* Use to set temperature or delay time. Temperature
can be setin Cool and ECO mode.

Mode Pad

* Use to set the air conditioner to Fan Only, Cool, or ECO mode.

Fan Speed Pad

* In Cool, ECO mode:

Use to set the fan speed to Auto, High, Med or Low on the unit.

* InFan Only mode:
Use to set the fan speed to High, Med, or Low on the unit.

Delay Pad

* Delay ON—When the air conditioner is off, it can be set to
automatically come onin 1 to 24 hours at its previous mode
and fan settings.

* Delay OFF—When the air conditioner is on, it can be set to
automatically turn off in 1 to 24 hours.

How to set:

Press the Delay 1-24hr pad on the unit or the remote control.
Each touch of the Increase + / Decrease - pads on the unit
or the remote control will set the timer in 1-hour intervals.

To review the remaining time on the Delay 1-24hr timer,
press the Delay 1-24hr pad on the unit or the remote control.
Use the Increase + / Decrease - pads on the unit or on the
remote control to set a new time if desired.

To cancel the timer, press Decrease - pad on the unit or the
remote control until the set time is zero. After 3 seconds the
light on the Delay 1-24hr pad goes off.

Filter Reset Pad

* This feature automatically notifies you that the air filter must
be cleaned. The indicator light will come on after 250 hours of

operation. Clean the air filter (refer to page 8), place it back in the

front panel, and press the Filter Reset pad. The light will go off.
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USING THE AIR CONDITIONER

(Continued)

AIR CONDITIONER CONTROLS

COOL MODE

Use the Cool mode at Low, Med, High or Speed
for cooling. Use the Temperature Increase +/
Decrease - pads to set the desired temperature
between 64°F and 86°F in 1°F increments.

An electronic thermostat is used to maintain the
room temperature. The compressor will cycle on
and off to keep the room at the set level of comfort.
Set the thermostat at a lower number and the indoor
air will become cooler. Set the thermostat at a higher
number and the indoor air will become warmer.

Cooling Descriptions

* For Normal Cooling—Select the Cool mode and
High or Med fan with a middle set temperature.

*  For Maximum Cooling—Select the Cool mode
and High fan with a lower set temperature.

* For Quieter and Nighttime Cooling—Select
the Cool mode and Low fan with a middle set
temperature.

NOTE: If the air conditioner is off and is then
turned on while set to a Cool setting or if turned
from a fan setting to a Cool setting, it may take
approximately 3 minutes for the compressor to
start and cooling to begin.

FAN ONLY MODE

Use the Fan Only Mode at Low, Med or High fan
speed to provide air circulation and filtering without
cooling. Since fan-only settings do not provide
cooling, a Set temperature cannot be entered. The
room temperature will appear in the display.

AIR DIRECTION

AUTO FAN MODE

Set to Auto for the fan speed to automatically set

to the speed needed to provide optimum comfort
settings with the set temperature. If the room needs
more cooling, the fan speed will automatically
increase. If the room needs less cooling, the fan
speed will automatically decrease.

ECO MODE
Controls the fan.

*  ON—The fan will cycle on and off with the
compressor. This may result in wider variations
of room temperature and humidity. NOTE: the
fan may continue to run for a short time or
may pulse intermittently after the compressor
cycles off to sample the room air.

* OFF—The fan runs all the time, while the
compressor cycles on and off.

REMOTE CONTROLS

* To ensure proper operation, aim the remote
control at the signal receiver on the air conditioner.

* The remote control signal has a range of
up to 20 feet.

* Make sure nothing is between the air conditioner
and the remote control that could block the signal.

* Make sure batteries are fresh and installed
correctly as indicated on the remote control.

Use the lever to adjust the air direction left to right.
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NOTE: Do Not Operate in Freezing Outdoor Conditions:
This cool-only air conditioner was not designed for freezing
outdoor conditions. It must not be used when the outdoor
temperature is below freezing (32°F).



CARE AND CLEANING

MAINTENANCE

GRILLE AND CASE
* Turn the air conditioner off and remove the plug from the wall outlet before cleaning.

* Clean filter by using warm water and a mild detergent. Do not use bleach or abrasives.

AIRFILTER

The air filter should be checked and cleaned
at least every 30 days.

To Remove

¢ Slide the filter from the left side of the unit.
Remove the filter.

* Clean the filter with warm, soapy water.
Rinse and let the filter dry before replacing it.
Do not place filter in a dishwasher.

A\ cAuTION

DO NOT operate the air conditioner without a filter as this will cause dirt and lint
to build up and will reduce the performance of the unit.

OUTDOOR COILS

The coils on the outdoor side of the air conditioner should be
checked regularly. If they are clogged with dirt or soot, they
may need to be professionally cleaned.

INSERTING AND REPLACING BATTERIES

© To insert batteries, slide down back cover of the remote control to expose the battery compartment.
© Insert batteries accordingly, matching the (-) and (+) terminals of the battery.

© Slide cover in the upward position to close battery compartment.

NOTE: 2 AAA batteries are included.
Remove batteries from packaging and place batteries into the remote

* You MUST use all supplied parts and use proper installation procedures as described in these
instructions when installing this air conditioner.

ELECTRICAL REQUIREMENTS

This model requires:

* 115/120-volt AC, 60-Hz grounded outlet protected with a 15-amp
time-delay fuse or circuit breaker.

* The 3-prong grounding plug minimizes the possibility of electric shock hazard.
If the wall outlet you plan to use is only a 2-prong outlet, it is your responsibility
to have it replaced with a properly grounded 3-prong wall outlet.

A\ cAuTION

* Do not, under any circumstances, cut or remove the third (ground) prong from the power cord.
* Do not change the plug on the power cord of this air conditioner.
* Aluminum house wiring may create issues - consult a qualified electrician.

The power cord includes a current interrupter device. A test and reset button are provided on the plug case.
The device should be tested on a periodic basis by first pressing the TEST button and then the RESET
button while plugged into the outlet. If the TEST button does not trip or if the RESET button will not stay
engaged, discontinue use of the air conditioner and contact a qualified service technician.

The unit is designed for window mounting
only, and any other installation may cause operational failure, airflow obstruction, water
leakage, and electrical hazards.

It is essential to ensure that no air vents on any side of the air conditioner are blocked or
partially blocked during installation and usage.

A. Measure the width of the window opening and
mark the center line on the inside windowsill.
Place the unit in the window. Lower the window
to hold unit in place.

B. Set the air conditioner in the window so that
is centered. Place the air conditioner so that front
edge of the bottom mounting rail is against
the back edge of the sill.

C. Install the side bracket into the unit and into
the windowsill using two 1" wood screws
provided. Repeat on other side.

D. Bring the window down so that the front edge
of the top mounting is in front of the window. C.
Make sure that the air conditioner is tilted slightly
to the outside, minimum 5 degrees (see diagram). 0

E. Extend the curtain panels until they fill the
window. Mark the location of the holes in each
corner. Use the drill and 1/8" drill bit to drill
pilot holes. Use 4 Type B screws to secure
the side panels in place.

ISSUE

WHAT TO DO

Make sure the air conditioner plug is pushed completely into the outlet.

The fuse is blown/circuit
breaker is tripped

Check the house fuse/circuit breaker box and replace the fuse
or reset the breaker.

Power failure

The unit will automatically restart in the setting last used after the
power is restored.

There is a protective time delay (approximately 3 minutes) to prevent
tripping of the compressor overload. For this reason, the unit may
not start normal cooling for 3 minutes after it is turned back on.

The current interrupter
device is tripped

Press RESET button located on the power cord plug.

If the RESET button will not stay engaged, discontinue use of
the air conditioner and contact a qualified service technician.

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TROUBLESHOOT'NG TIPS (Continued)

NORMAL OPERATING SOUNDS

* You may hear a pinging noise caused by water being picked up and thrown against the condenser
on rainy days or when the humidity is high. This is normal, unit is equipped with a slinger blade which
scoops up the water from the drain pan and throws it onto
the coils for better efficiency.

* You may hear the thermostat click when the compressor cycles on and off.
* The fan may run even when the compressor does not.

DRAIN PLUG

* Theunitis equipped with a slinger blade which scoops up the water from the drain pan and throws
it onto the coils to cool them.See diagram below showing the location of your machine’'s drain plug.

* Water will collect in the base pan during high humidity or on rainy days. The water may overflow
and drip from the outdoor side of the unit. The drain plug may be removed for quicker drainage.

* Drain plug removal may reduce cooling and energy efficiency.

* DO NOT DRILL ANY HOLES.
Doing so can harm the unit's internal componets, void warranty, and invite pests and debris.
Trust the manufacturer’s design for efficient condensation management, preserving your unit's
performance, longevity, and safety.
