STEP 1

Attach Front Leg (B) to Seat (A) with Flat Washers, Spring Washers, Head Cap Bolts
and Flat Head Bolt, tightening bolts only halfway. (See Figures 1 and 2)

Attach Side Rails (D) to unit with Flat Head Bolts, tightening bolts only halfway.
(See Figures 2 and 3)

Attach Back Leg (F) to unit with Flat Head Bolts, tightening bolts only halfway.

Orientate Foot Rest (G) with Arrow label at back of unit, then attach
Foot Rest (G) to unit with Flat Head Bolts, tightening bolts only halfway.

Tighten all bolts used in this step.

Attach Back Rails (E) to back leg and seat Bend Back Rail (E) here

with Bolts, Small Washers, Nut Caps and

Bolts (short), bending Back Rails (E) slightly to align
holes in Back Rails (E) to holes in back leg and seat.
(See Figures 6 and 7)
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Bolt (short)

Tighten all bolts and nut caps used in Steps 2 and 3.

Level unit by adjusting the adjustable levelers on bottom of legs.
(See Figure 8)

Note: Unit must be level to work properly. J
