Loosely secure four Legs (A) to Bottom Ring (C) by 
hand-tightening four M6 Bolts (G).

Do not fully tighten bolts until after the top ring is installed.

Install three M8 Grub Screws (H) to the inside rim of 
Fire Bowl (D).

Place Fire Bowl (D) inside the assembled frame and 
place Spark Screen (E) onto the fire bowl.
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SAFE USE: Always use fire pits on a flat, non-combustible surface such as concrete, rock, or stone. Do not use this fire pit 
on a wood deck or any other combustible surfaces like dry grass, leaves, mulch, etc. Never use in an area with an overhead 
structure or near any unprotected combustible constructions like vinyl or wood siding.
