• Wash the accessories as needed with warm soapy water.
• Keep the sensory bin closed when not in use.

Have an adult gently empty the bags of Sensory Sand into the bottom of 
the bin in sections. Spread sand out to cover the surface evenly. Open 
and arrange all other items in the bin.

• Close your eyes and grab an item 
 from the bin. See if you can identify 
 it using your sense of touch.
•  Imagine you are at an ice cream shop;  
 What sounds do you hear? Now use
 your nose; What can you smell?
