3. Attach Pipe
- Apply grease before sliding on pipe.
- Install pipe then put on dust cap to prevent debris from entering pipe.

- Remove the actuator cover to attach water connection.

5. Tighten Water Connection
- Hold shutoff valve stationary while tightening water connection.
- Install the locking nut as shown below.

6. Flush Debris & Reconnect Waterline and Actuator

-Undo the waterline hose and turn on the valve to flush out any debris before
reinstalling to the actuator.
