1.	 Connect a DisplayPort Display to the Console DisplayPort Output Port, located on 
the rear of the KVM Switch, using a DisplayPort Cable (sold separately). 

2.	 Connect a USB Mouse and a USB Keyboard to the Console USB HID Ports, located on 
the front and rear of the KVM Switch.

3.	 (Optional) After connecting the USB Mouse/Keyboard, there are two remaining 
Console USB HID Ports, located on the front and/or rear of the KVM Switch, for 
connecting up to two additional USB HIDs.

4.	 (Optional) Connect an Audio Device to the Console Audio Port, located on the rear 
of the KVM Switch.

5.	 (Optional) Connect up to two SuperSpeed USB 5Gbps Peripheral Devices to the 
Console USB Hub Ports, located on the front and rear of the KVM Switch.

Connect the PCs
1.	 Connect a DisplayPort Cable (sold separately) to the DisplayPort Port, located on PC 

1, and to the PC 1 DisplayPort Input Port, located on the rear of the KVM Switch.

2.	 Connect a SuperSpeed USB 5Gbps Cable (Type-A Male to Type-B Male) (sold 
separately) to a USB-A Port, located on PC 1, and to the PC 1 USB Port, located on the 
rear of the KVM Switch.
