Cleaning procedures

FINAL CLEANING AFTER INSTALLATION

A few hours after grouting, as soon as the grout
starts to dry and becomes opaque, sweep the
floor. Within 48 hours from grouting and before
the grout hardens definitively, wet the floor with
an acid and buffered solution. Dilution depends
on the type of surface (smooth or textured).
Spread the solution containing acid especially
made for stoneware using a mop or a rotary
brush for large surfaces, and featuring suitable
discs, and let the solution work for a few minutes.
Rinse with warm water and clean cloths and
repeat several times until all stains and residues
have been eliminated. Make sure to change
rinsing water several times. Complete by drying.
Prevent contact of the acid solution with other
materials (metal, marble, etc.).

ATTENTION!!

Epoxy-based grout cannot be cleaned
when it has completely hardened other than
mechanically with risks to the surface of the tiles.
For more information and recommendations,
consult the grout manufacturer.

Care must be taken on inlayed, polished and
anti-slip products; for the latter in particular, the
use of a floor-washing machine combined with
the action of an acid detergent helps reach the
spaces between adjacent tiles and cleans them
properly.

If such a cleaning procedure is not carried out, or
if such cleaning is carried out too late, the grout
residue creates an extremely absorbent film,
which holds dirt, making the surface difficult to
clean: in this case, Caesar ceramics USA, INC.
will not be liable for any damage caused to the
surface.

use of the tiled surface, is reasonably easy.

We would like to remind you that porcelain
stoneware is a product with excellent technical
features which allow for the highest grade
of mechanical wear and resistance to acids
(except for hydrofluoric acid and its derivatives)
and alkalis, features which are added to a high
aesthetic quality.

Porcelain stoneware has a low absorption level,
another intrinsic characteristic of the product.
As detailed in the technical sheets, absorption
levels are very low in the production process
Caesar Ceramics Usa, Inc. adopts, and all our
products will achieve the best results for any
kind of specific application.

Ordinary maintenance must be carried out
using specialist detergents to remove stains but
these detergents must not leave a wax, film or
membrane residue. Rinsing well with plenty of
clean water is a fundamental part of the cleaning
procedure, therefore we advise against the use
of products which state that they “do not need
rinsing”.

We would like to inform you that, the above
mentioned standards do not cover rubber stains
(shoes, heels, mats, etc...) especially where these
kinds of stains are frequent: therefore, Caesar
Ceramics Usa, Inc. will not be held liable for any
such damage to the surface of these products.
All types of surface of the Caesar Ceramics Usa,
Inc. range can be washed with clean water or
water and up to 50% of bleach or alcohol.

We recommend periodical cleaning with basic
products or a micro-foaming basic product
for porcelain stoneware, followed by thorough
rinsing and drying.

HEAVY-DUTY CLEANING

Any stains or marks can be removed quite
easily since porcelain stoneware has very low
absorption properties and resists acids and bases.

For purposes of these Terms and Conditions of Sale, order
confirmation and pro-forma invoice shall be interchangeable.

These Terms and Conditions of Sale, and Caesar’s order confirmation
(usually in the form of a pro-forma invoice) constitute the complete and
exclusive agreement and understanding governing the sale of Goods by
Caesar to Buyer (the “Agreement”) and supersede all prior agreements,
understandings or representations, whether written or oral, among the
parties with respect to such matters. Provided, however, that if any term,
provision or condition of Caesar’s order confirmation should conflict or
be inconsistent with any term of these Terms and Conditions, then the
terms of Caesar’s order confirmation shall prevail and control over such
conflicting and/or inconsistent terms.

Caesar reserves the right to refuse any order, in its sole discretion. No
order is accepted by Caesar until: (i) Caesar provides Buyer with a written
order confirmation, and (i) Buyer duly signs the order confirmation in
acknowledgement, acceptance and agreement, and returns the signed
order confirmation to Caesar.

1. PRICES: All prices for Goods, including, but not limited to, those specified
in Caesar’s price list or schedule, website or written quotation, are subject
to change without notice. Such prices shall be automatically adjusted to
reflect Caesar’s prices for Goods as in effect at the time of the requested
shipment date, and each shipment will be invoiced at such adjusted prices.
Unless otherwise expressly agreed by Caesar in writing, all prices are EX
WORKS (which shall have the same meaning as in the Incoterms 2000
published by the

International Chamber of Commerce), exclusive of any applicable
taxes, duties, sales taxes, transportation and insurance costs or charges
(collectively “Charges”), which Charges are to be borne exclusively by
Buyer.

2. TERMS OF PAYMENT: Unless otherwise expressly agreed by Caesar in
writing in Caesar’s order confirmation, the purchase price for all orders shall
be paid in full in advance of shipment.

All payments must be made in U.S. currency. In the event Buyer fails to
make any payment when due, Caesar shall have the right, in addition to

all other remedies available to Caesar either at law or in equity, to either
terminate this Agreement immediately, without notice, or to suspend
further performance under this Agreement. Buyer shall be liable for all
expenses, including reasonable attorneys’ fees, relating to the collection of
past due amounts. If any payment owed to Caesar is not paid when due,

it shall accrue interest at the rate of the lesser of 15% per annum, or the
maximum amount permitted by applicable law, from the date on which
such past due amount is due until the past due amount is paid in full. Should
Buyer’s financial responsibility become unsatisfactory to Caesar, cash
payments or security satisfactory to Caesar may be required by Caesar

Caesar, at its option, shall not be bound to tender delivery of any
Goods for which Buyer has not provided accurate shipping instructions. If
the shipment of

the Goods is postponed or delayed by Buyer for any reason, including but
not limited to, Buyer providing Caesar with inaccurate shipping instructions,
then Buyer agrees to reimburse Caesar for any and all transport and/

or storage costs and other additional and incidental expenses resulting
therefrom.

4. LIMITED WARRANTY: Subject to the limitations set forth in Section 5
below, Caesar and Manufacturer warrant that Goods sold by Caesar as
“first choice goods” are manufactured in accordance with Manufacturer’s
published technical standards. This limited warranty is valid only: (i) for a
period of one hundred and eighty (180) days from the date of shipment of
the Goods by Caesar, or (i) for the period from the date of shipment of the
Goods by Caesar until installation or attempted installation of the Goods,
whichever is less. This limited warranty applies only to “first choice goods”
sold by Caesar. ALL GOODS SOLD BY CAESAR OTHER THAN “FIRST
