Ensure correct platform height
The top crossbar of the Kitchen 
Helper should be above the child’s 
waist. If not, change the platform to 
the lower settings.

Watch children closely

required at all times. Failure to attend to 
children may result in injury or death. 

Check hardware 
Inspect all screws and bolts periodical-
ly to ensure they are securely fastened.

Slippery when wet 
Keep non-skid platform dry 
at all times. Risk of falling 
when platform is wet.

Careful positioning 
Products in the kitchen not 
for use by children should 
be kept out of reach.

Not a climbing structure
The Kitchen Helper is for providing 
a counter-height experience for 
children to safely and securely be 
in the kitchen alongside adults.

Intended for children age 18 months+;
