(C) with Bolt (H), Lock Washer (J) and Flat Washer (I). Turn the Allen Wrench

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       Assembly Iron Pipe(K) to Iron Pipe(O) and Iron Pipe(C) with Bolt(L), Flat Washer(F), Lock Washer
