SETTING TO DELIVER 2.5lb/1000 sq. ft. 2. APPLY GRANULES
Treat the border of the lawn first, then fill in the 
center by making parallel passes. Walk at a 
steady pace to ensure even distribution of the 
granules.
Do not overlap treated areas or make repeat 
applications within 90 days as over application 
could damage the lawn.

HOW TO USE
