Attach the Nut (1) to the Top Cross Bar (C), Top Panel (D) and Bottom Panel (E), then attach the Lsf Rail (A)
to the Top Cross Bar (C) , Top Panel (D) and Bottom Panel (E) by using Wood Dowels (J) and Bolt (H) with
Allen Key (K), and then attach the Lsf Rail (A) to the Drawer Box (F) by using Bolt (G) with Allen Key (K).

Attach the Nut (1) to the Top Cross Bar (C), Top Panel (D) and Bottom Panel (E) , then attach the Rsf Rail (B)
to the Top Cross Bar (C) , the Top Panel (D) and Bottom Panel (E) by using Wood Dowels (J) and Bolt (H)
with Allen Key (K), and then attach the Rsf Rail (A) tothe Drawer Box (F) by using Bolt (G) with Allen Key (K).
