o Drill the marked locations using a 1/2 in. drill bit. Remove
the wings from the 3/16 in. toggle bolts (CC). Insert the
toggle bolt (CC) through the front of the mounting plate
(BB) and reattach the wing to the toggle bolt (CC). Repeat
for all toggle bolts.
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3 Positioning the Toggle Bolts

o Align the mounting plate (BB) center opening over the
junction box in the direction you want the fixture to be
aligned. Once the direction is established use the
mounting plate as a guide and mark the position of the
holes where the toggle bolts will be placed.

B Attaching the Mounting Plate

o Feed the junction box wires through the center of the
mounting plate (BB) hole. Attach the mounting plate (BB) by
inserting the toggle bolts (CC) into the drilled holes. Once the
wings (CC) are inserted and expanded, pull the toggle bolts
(CC) downward to engage and tighten.
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@ NOTE: Once the toggle bolts are installed,
you cannot change the orientation.

B Connecting the Fixture

o Hook the support wire from the fixture on to the
mounting plate (BB).

e  Flip the wall switch OFF and back ON again in less than 3 seconds to enter Mode 3: Blue light.

NOTE: If the unit is turned off for more than 10 seconds,
the mode will automatically revert to the default mode
of Mode 1 (Skylight).
