Linking the remote control:
1. Turn the vehicle off.

2. Remove the battery cover from the back of the part | remote, then install two AAA batteries, the three
LED indicators will flash.

3. Turn on the vehicle, if the flashing indicators become solid, then the link is successful.

4. If the indicator lights continue to flash (indicating an unsuccessful link), remove and reinsert batteries
and repeat steps 1to 3.

5. The remote will enter sleep mode if left idle for an extended period. Press any button to exit sleep
mode and resume play.

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A. Voltage Display Screen: The value on the display determines whether the battery needs to
be charged.
