1. Choose placement so hook & eye are not
visible. Hold in place with straight pins. Then
stitch as noted in following steps.

2. To hide knot, place your first stitch under
the hook or in an area that doesn't show. 2 -
Take two stitches across neck to secure.

Pass needle under hook and top layer of
fabric pointed toward the wire loops.
Needle should exit up through the loop.

Sewing on the eyes:
4. There are two styles of eyes included
with most sets of hook and eyes — a

straight-eye style and a round-eye style. -
Choose which is best for your garment.

The straight eye (4a) works best for lapped \
edges, such as at the neckline of a \,,,,7J—J%
zippered dress. The round eye (4b) works
for edges that meet or abut.

To attach either style, sew small stitches
over the wire at loop holes as in diagrams 4‘b Attaching the
to the right.

take 2-3 stitches to secure as you did with
