PICKET GATE INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS

Installation Instructions
1. Welded panel section can be trimmed to fit a 48” or less opening. (Ex: Opening between posts is measured to 40” length)
2. Trim excess panel off the welded panel section of gate with miter saw. (Ex: 8” would be trimmed)
3. Slide Latch post side on. Secure latch post side to welded panel with the provided #10 Tek fasteners.
4. Secure hinge side to exterior post or wall using the provided appropriate fasteners.
5. Attach catch using #10 Tek fasteners to other exterior post or wall to secure the latch to closed position.

Handsaw 10” Miter Saw with thin (Kerf) Blade

Torx Screwdriver - T25 drive

Measuring Tape
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#10 x 1” flathead used for 
mounting gate catch

#12 x 1¹/4” FH Torx Tek   
screw for a VISTA post

#12 x 2¹/2” FH Torx 
wood screw for a wood 
surface

FH = flat head
PH = pan head
