time, it may be necessary to apply a little more tension
to the yarn end.
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Continue to turn handle until tube reaches desired
length. To avoid skipped stitches, it may be necessary
to apply tension to the working yarn. Allowing the yarn
to run through your hand before entering the outside
hooks, may be all the extra tension that is needed to
keep your knitting mill running smoothly.

Pull downward on the cord from time to time.

As needed, weight can be slide up the tube and locked
in place. To finish tube, cut working yarn and continue
to turn handle until all of the yarn is stitched and

tube pops off knitting mill. Finish end by running yarn

through last 4 stitches.
