For BODY ASSEMBLY, please locate: 1x Pivot, 1x Rise™ Body (see chart above)

PIVOT INSTALLATION ON BODY:

1. 	 Place body with the handle facing towards you. Located in the handle section are 2 tabs that the Pivot will insert into.

2. 	 Holding the Pivot upright with tabs facing towards the liner, feed the Pivot’s first holes into the tab of the body. The second hole on 	
	 each side of the Pivot should remain exposed.

3. 	 Continue this step for the other side of the Pivot.

4. 	 The Pivot has now been fully installed. 

For WALL EXTRUSION, please locate: 1x Wall Extrusion (see chart above), Recommended: 1x Level, 1x Stud Finder (if mounting directly into stud).    
Consult with your local hardware store for mounting hardware recommendations. It is recommended to mount the Wall Extrusion directly into a 
wall stud, drilling screws every 12” for maximized support.

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To avoid the accumulation of dirt and grime on your Busch Systems® products, and help prevent corrosion, we recommend that a mild 
detergent be used (not an abrasive), such as a pH-neutral liquid (hand dishwashing or hand car washing soaps, for example) diluted in warm 
water. Wipe with a clean wet cloth and towel dry. Any dirt adhering to the powder coating should be removed. In order to remove deposits 
such as salt or dust, use a soft brush (non-abrasive). If this is not sufficient to remove stubborn soiling, the following products have been tested 
for use:

If solvents are absolutely needed to remove marks, a soft cloth dampened with white spirit may be used.
