4. If the burner has not lit after a second attempt, shut o� the gas, wait 5 minutes, and repeat step 3.

5. If the burner does not light, use a long match or long butane lighter. 

6. Adjust flame to desired level with the control knob.

1.  Unscrew igniter button.
2. Insert two AA battery with the positive side facing outwards.
3. Replace igniter button.
