» Blank (does not contain any files) SD memory card or USB storage device 2 GB or larger in capacity,
formatted to FAT32

e DO NOT turn your unit off, eject the SD memory card or disconnect the USB storage device while the
firmware is being updated.
* You can only update the firmware when the vehicle is stopped and the parking brake is engaged.

IMPORTANT
* When this firmware update is installed, all navigation function settings will be reset and saved data
will no longer be available. Once the update has finished, you will need to reconfigure the settings.
* Any content purchased and added through Naviextras will also need to be re-installed. Note that no
charges will be incurred to download previously purchased content.
