This vehicle must be assembled by an adult who has read and understood the instructions in this manual.
Keep the packaging and bags away from children and dispose of all packaging before use. Always use
common sense and safe practices when operating this vehicle. This product contains or emits chemicals
known in the state of California to cause cancer or birth defects or other reproductive harm.

« This product contains small parts. Keep children away during assembly. Make sure to remove all packaging
material and parts from underneath the vehicle body.

Limbs, hair, and clothing can get caught in moving parts. Always wear shoes, keep limbs away from
moving parts, and do not wear loose clothing while operating this vehicle.

This vehicle does not have brakes or braking capability. Do not leave a child unattended during operation.
Do not use this in a location that may require braking capability, as this could result in loss of control,
which may cause serious injury or death.

PRODUCT ASSEMBLY

Remove the nuts, washers, spacers, and front axle
from the part A handlebars.

Slide the part C fender and part D shocks onto the
handlebar rails.

Attach two part B side mirrors with two part 2 bolts
and two part 3 nuts, one bolt and nut per mirror.

Insert the two spacers from the front axle
into the part E wheel. Place the wheel
between the handlebar rails.

Slide the front axle through the rails and
wheel, and secure it with two washers and
two nuts, one washer and nut per side.



PRODUCT ASSEMBLY

Attach the part F front frame to the part A handlebars with four part 1 screws.
NOTE: When attaching parts, make sure the wire connector on part F points up.

Attach the front assembly to the motorcycle with the part 4 bolt.

Join the connector on the right side of the handlebars to the connector leading from the back
of the motorcycle.




PRODUCT ASSEMBLY

Remove the four nuts attached to the rear
—® axle/gear box on the back of the motorcycle.

Attach the two part J training wheels by
<= > replacing the four nuts, two on each side.

E Slide the part G footrest and axle through the body of the motorcycle.

Insert the part H footrest onto the other side of the axle and secure it with the footrest lock.




PRODUCT ASSEMBLY

Use a screwdriver to open the compartment on
the part | dashboard. Insert 2 AA batteries into
the designated slots. Join the connector on the
dashboard to the corresponding connector
leading from the front frame.

Attach the dashboard to the motorcycle with two
part 1 screws. Close the dashboard compartment
and secure it with the provided screw.

SOUND EFFECTS: Play horn, blinker,
and engine ignition sounds

|— START: Drive forward. Release the

start button to slow down and stop

LIGHT: Turn on lights
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CHARGING INSTRUCTIONS AND WARNINGS

« Charging socket is located in the center of the motorcycle on the right side. Insert one end of the part K
charger into the charging socket and plug the other end into a wall outlet.

« Charge the battery 8 to 10 hours before initial use.

« On average, you will need to charge the battery between 8 and 12 hours. Do not charge the battery for
more than 15 hours. Failure to charge the battery as directed could cause permanent damage to the
battery and void the warranty.

« Damage to the battery may occur if it is allowed to drain completely. Do not allow the battery to drain
completely.

» Check the battery and charger (supply cord, connector) for wear and damage before charging.
Do not charge the battery if damage has occurred.

» Only an adult who has read and understood the safety warnings should handle, charge and recharge
the battery.
