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Step 1:

Prepare the Door

Fold template where indicated.

a. Position template on door edge at
desired lock / latch height.

b. Firmly hold template and mark latch height
and hole positions at desired backset.

c. Reverse the template fold and mark
the other side of the door.

d. Measure the door thickness and mark
the centre on the "latch height" marking.

e. Drill @25mm latch hole. Note: it is
important to drill this hole squarely.
