Planning -  Recessed Blocking

Connect the quick connect from the Rough in Kit to the quick 
connect on the luminaire. Assemble connector housing.

Electrical Connections

Connect leader cable to the AC line by clipping harness 
connectors together. Repeat for dimming leader cable.3 Connect to the AC line from fixture with twist-on wire 

connectors to conduit line. Repeat for dimming line. Cap 
unused wires. See Wiring Section for details.

Attach 4 drywall brackets to luminaire (one per side) with 
provided screws. Bracket installation height is flexible to 
accommodate various drywall thicknesses and fixture installation 
depths.
